2 Thessalonians 3:6 But we command 
you, brethren, in the name of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, that you withdraw from 
every brother who walks disorderly and 
not according to the tradition which he 
received from us. 



2 Thessalonians 3:14 And if anyone 
does not obey our word in this epistle, 
note that person and do not keep 
company with him, that he may be 
ashamed. 
2 Thessalonians 3:15 Yet do not count 
him as an enemy, but admonish him as 
a brother. 



Romans 16:17 Now I urge you, 
brethren, note those who cause 
divisions and offenses, contrary to the 
doctrine which you learned, and avoid 
them.

And what communion 
has light with darkness? 



9. Separation from believers enmeshed 
in religious modes of operation and 
apostasy.  



2 Corinthians 6:17 Therefore “Come out 
from among them and be separate, 
says the Lord. Do not touch what is 
unclean, and I will receive you.” 



2 Timothy 3:5 having a form of 
godliness but denying its power. And 
from such people turn away! 



Jeremiah 2:24 A wild donkey accustomed to 
the wilderness, that sniffs the wind in her 
passion. In the time of her heat who can turn 
her away? All who seek her will not become 
weary; in her month they will find her. 
Jeremiah 2:25 Withhold your foot from being 
unshod, and your throat from thirst. But you 
said, “There is no hope. No! For I have loved 
aliens, and after them I will go.” 



Hebrews 11:8 By faith Abraham obeyed 
when he was called to go out to the 
place which he would receive as an 
inheritance. And he went out, not 
knowing where he was going. 
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
