Worldliness thus is a way of thinking about ultimate
reality, life, problems, and destiny that enables us to
face life and surmount challenges apart from God.

. Worldliness today is characterized by either rationalism
and empiricism (secular humanism) or mysticism (New
Age).

. Systems of thought that reflect worldliness are:
Darwinistic evolution, humanistic psychology,
sociology, works religions.
