The Characteristics of Worldliness

Worldliness is the thought of the

creature Lucifer in rebellion against
God.

Arrogance ':>promotion of self, the

creature/creation becomes the ultimate
reference point.

Antagonism ':>Hostility toward God, His
plan, thinking, and revelation.



The Characteristics of Worldliness

 An orderly, organized system of thought
providing the creature with a rationale
for living independently of his Creator.

 Worldliness is the thought structure
which provides the rationalizations for
the operation of the sin nature.

 Thus, worldliness relates to the post-
salvation life of the believer, divine
viewpoint or human viewpoint.



The Characteristics of Worldliness

* The Biblical concept of “worldliness” describes the
collection of ideas, philosophies, religions,
standards, values, purposes, and methods to
achieve those ends, which characterize a culture or
subculture. As such, this worldview incorporates
and is expressed in every aspect of a culture’s
views of the individual and social relationships,
theories of knowledge and learning, expressions of
reality in visual and performing arts, science,
technology, literature and law. When the Christian
operates within this thought structure, even though
It may overlap in many ways with a Biblical
worldview, it is still classified as worldliness.
