1. Definition 

Imminency: the “at any moment” 
return of Jesus Christ.



It is certain it will occur, 
it is uncertain when it will occur.

It is not contingent on any other 
events, and no prophesied event 
intervenes between the believer and 
the Rapture.



2. The doctrine of imminency is 
important to understanding the 
Pre-Tribulation return of Jesus 
Christ at the Rapture.
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3. The purpose of the doctrine of 
imminency is to keep each believer 
in a constant state of expectancy, 
looking, waiting, watching, hoping 
for the return of Christ that we 
might be ready, prepared, that we 
might not be ashamed at His 
coming (1 John 2:28).



4. Believers are to look for the blessed 
hope.

 a. We are to LOOK for the Savior.                      
  Heb. 9:28; Titus 2:13

 b. We are to WATCH for the Savior.                 
  1 Thess. 5:6; Luke 12:37

 c. We are to WAIT for the Savior.  
  1 Cor. 1:7; 1 Thess. 1:10



Matthew 24:36, “But of that day and hour 
no one knows, not even the angels of 
heaven, nor the Son, but the Father alone. 

Matthew 24:37, “For the coming of the 
Son of Man will be just like the days of 
Noah. 

Matthew 24:38, “For as in those days 
before the flood they were eating and 
drinking, marrying and giving in 
marriage, until the day that Noah entered 
the ark,”



5. No prophecy between the baptism 
of the Spirit and the Rapture 
means that the Rapture is 
imminent. It could occur at any 
time; no one knows the day or the 
hour.



6. While the Rapture is imminent, the 
Second Advent is not. Before the 
Second Advent occurs, there are 
many prophecies which must occur, 
e.g., the Rapture, the Tribulation, the 
Judgment Seat of Christ, Rev. 6–19.
