The Sabbatical Year

• Every seventh year was to be a sabbath unto 
the Lord with no work.

• Thus Israel’s calendar was built on a 7-year 
cycle, each cycle having one year of rest.

• Between 1406 BC and 586 BC, 70 of these 
sabbatical years were ignored.

• 70 sabbatical years involved a total of 490 years.
