Deut. 30:15, “See, I have set before you today life 
and good, death and evil,”

Paraphrase: 

You have a choice every day; God gives you these 
options: life and divine good; death (self 
destruction, self-induced misery) and human 
good and sin.



Deut. 30:16, “in that I command you today to love 
the LORD your God, to walk in His ways, and to 
keep His commandments, His statutes, and His 
judgments, that you may live and multiply; and 
the LORD your God will bless you in the land 
which you go to possess.”
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The key to option A or B is learning the Bible so 
you can love God. Love for God is evidenced by 
thinking like God, living as God would have you 
live. By keeping His Word (not the 10 
commandments) we show we love Him and God 
will bless us.



Deut. 30:17, “But if your heart turns away so that 
you do not hear, and are drawn away, and worship 
other gods and serve them, 

Deut. 30:18, “I announce to you today that you 
shall surely perish; you shall not prolong your 
days in the land which you cross over the Jordan 
to go in and possess.”
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But if you do not decide to make your relationship with 
God, knowledge of His Word, obedience to His Word 
your highest priority, and if you get distracted by career, 
pleasure, money, drugs, lusts, and the other details of 
life so that they are more important to you than God, 
then you will certainly be miserable, never find what you 
are looking for and whatever you have will never satisfy 
you.



Deut 30:19, “I call heaven and earth to witness 
against you today, that I have set before you life 
and death, the blessing and the curse. So choose 
life in order that you may live, you and your 
descendants,”
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Your lives stand as a visible witness to these 
realities, the angels are watching, people are 
watching, your life will illustrate God’s blessing or 
judgment. So choose today to live so that you and 
your descendants will be blessed by God.
