Biblical usage emphasizes going into and coming
out of as the defining characteristics of having a
demon or being demon-possessed.

Demon possession occurs when a demon takes
up residence inside a person, controlling their
body and actions, but not so much as wiping out
the existence and volition of the soul.

Demon influence describes the person operating
on thinking which originates from demons, I.e.,
examples of direct influence are: Ananias and
Sapphira, Judas Iscariot, John 13:2; the rest of us
exhibit indirect influence.



Rev. 12:3, “And another
sign appeared in heaven:
