Before Salvation

educated] in this city at the feet of Gamaliel,
taught according to the strictness of our fathers’
law, and was zealous toward God as you all are

today.”




Before Salvation

Phil. 3:4, “though | also might have confidence iIn
the flesh. If anyone else thinks he may have
confidence in the flesh, | more so:

Phil. 3:5, “circumcised the eighth day, of the stock
of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, a Hebrew of the
Hebrews; concerning the law, a Pharisee; (cf.,
Acts 26:5)

Phil. 3:6, “concerning zeal, persecuting the
church; concerning the righteousness which is in
the law, blameless.”

Gal. 1:13, “For you have heard of my former
conduct in Judaism, how | persecuted the church
of God beyond measure and tried to destroy it.

Acts 7:58, “and they cast him out of the city and
stoned him.

Acts 8:1, “Now Saul was consenting to his death.
At that time a great persecution arose against the
church which was at Jerusalem; and they were all
scattered throughout the regions of Judea and
Samaria, except the apostles.”

but the grace of God which was with me.”

Acts 28:30, “And he stayed two full years in his
own rented quarters and was welcoming all who
came to him,

Acts 28:31, “preaching the kingdom of God and
teaching concerning the Lord Jesus Christ with
all openness, unhindered.”
