1. Inherit has the core semantic meaning of
possession, property, ownership. Biblically
speaking, property can be passed on with the
death of a person, this is supplied from the
context and not part of the semantic value of the

term. For example,



Hebrews 11:8, “By faith Abraham obeyed when he
was called to go out to the place which he would
receive as an inheritance. And he went out, not

knowing where he was going.”

Hebrews 1:2, “has in these last days spoken to us by
His Son, whom He has appointed heir of all things,
through whom also He made the worlds;”



2. Inheritance is related to rewards for what is
earned for service, whereas salvation is a free
gift.

Colossians 3:24, “knowing that from the Lord you
will receive the reward of the inheritance; for you
serve the Lord Christ.”



3. Certain categories of people lived in the land but

did not own the land: sojourners, strangers, even
Levites: Exod. 12:48—49; Num. 18:20, 24

Even Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob lived in the land
but never owned It.
