12) The honor and glory for the creature only
comes from honor and glory of the Creator.

13) The importance of loyal humble servanthood
to the Creator as well as demonstrating all of
the character qualities that are necessary in a
creature to rule and reign with Christ.

Then we who are alive
and remain shall be caught up together with them In
the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and thus we
shall always be with the Lord. Therefore comfort
one another with these words.”
