2 Kings 15:29).

2. Assyria wiped out the kingdom of Israel
In 721 BC, resettling most of the
population around Assyria and replacing
them In Israel with other peoples
(cf. 2 Kings 17:24).

3. The process was completed by
Ashurbanipal 65 years later.
