2 Sam. 19:41, “Just then all the men of 
Israel came to the king, and said to the 
king, ‘Why have our brethren, the men of 
Judah, stolen you away and brought the 
king, his household, and all David’s men 
with him across the Jordan?’ ”



2 Sam. 19:11, “So King David sent to 
Zadok and Abiathar the priests, saying, 
‘Speak to the elders of Judah, saying, 
“Why are you the last to bring the king 
back to his house, since the words of all 
Israel have come to the king, to his very 
house?

3. Back to the main scene, 2 Sam. 20:6–7.

2 Sam. 20:6, “And David said to Abishai, 
‘Now Sheba the son of Bichri will do us 
more harm than Absalom. Take your 
lord’s servants and pursue him, lest he 
find for himself fortified cities, and 
escape us.’
2 Sam. 20:7, “So Joab’s men, with the 
Cherethites, the Pelethites, and all the 
mighty men, went out after him. And 
they went out of Jerusalem to pursue 
Sheba the son of Bichri.”
