Demon Influence: The effect on the thinking of 
any person which imitates the thinking of Satan 
in his fall.  

Equivalent to the thinking of the world system 
(kosmic system). 

Arrogance toward God in two areas: 
Autonomy: Independence from God. 
Antagonism: Rejection and hostility toward 
God, His plan, and all believers. 

All unbelievers are demon influenced. 
Believers are demon influenced when thinking 
according to the world (human viewpoint) 
instead of the Word of God (divine viewpoint). 



Demon Influence: The effect on the thinking of 
any person which imitates the thinking of Satan 
in his fall.  

Equivalent to the thinking of the world system 
(kosmic system). 

Direct Demon Influence: Examples of 
Mormonism and Islam 

Indirect Demon Influence: All human viewpoint 
philosophical systems, religions
