1. Definition: baptism [Greek, Bartilm (baptizo), “to
dip, to plunge, to immerse”] As an action it
signified the identification of someone with an
action, a person, an object, or a new status in life.

Denotation (literal meaning): immersion
Connotation (figurative meaning): identification

2. The three ritual [water] baptisms are:
a. The baptism of Jesus (Matt. 3:13-17)

b. The baptism of John the Baptist
(Matt. 3:1-11)

c. The baptism of believers
(Acts 2:38, 41; 8:36—-38)



3. The five real baptisms
a. The baptism of Noah (1 Peter 3:20-21);
b. The baptism of Moses (1 Cor. 10:2);
c. The baptism of fire (Matt. 3:13-17);
d. The baptism of the cross (Mark 10:38-39);

e. The baptism of the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 12:13).



4. There is much confusion over the baptism of
the Holy Spirit since the beginning of the
Pentecostal movement.

Pentecostals believed in two baptisms with/by

the Holy Spirit—one at salvation and one after
salvation.

The problem derives from the English of the
KJIV.
