Parenthesis: Paul encourages the Ephesians that his
Imprisonment is not a delay in God’s plan but
enhances it through Paul’s continued communication
of the previously unrevealed truth that the Gentiles are
now co-heirs with the Jews in Christ through the
gospel. Eph. 3:1-13
