Aligning our thinking to the reality of God’s Word, creation, and
plan.

The teaching of God’s Word must become a way of life, not just
something else we do.

The teaching of God’s Word includes the entire realm of Biblical
teaching, from the abstract to the intensely practical.

God’s Word teaches us how to think, how to react, how to
problem solve, how to prioritize, how to relate to the world, the
systems, the people, and the circumstances of life.
