1. Reminders or repetition are designed to
help us all learn.



2. Teaching should not be toward the goal
of remembering, but toward the goal that
we cannot forget It.



3. Through repetition we develop the
ability to retain the information, and to
later recall it for use.



Lam. 3:20, “My soul still remembers and
sinks within me.

Lam. 3:21, “This | recall to my mind,
therefore | have hope.

Lam. 3:22, “Through the LORD’S mercies
we are not consumed, because His
compassions fail not.”

4. Just as repetition of physical actions
gets into muscle memory, so repetition
of Scripture, or diagrams, or phrases, or
the repeated teaching of concepts,
develops memories in the soul which
are drawn on for application.



5. Repetition Is necessary to learn and to
master any skill, but especially O-pthe 10
spiritual skills.
