And he 
said to the woman, ‘Has God indeed said, “You shall not 
eat of every tree of the garden”?’


Gen. 3:2, “And the woman said to the serpent, ‘We may eat 
the fruit of the trees of the garden;


Gen. 3:3, “ ‘but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst 
of the garden, God has said, “You shall not eat it, nor shall

The Biblical Test

for a Prophet




Isaiah 46:9, “Remember the former things of old, for I am 
God, and there is no other; I am God, and there is none like 
Me,


Isaiah 46:10, “Declaring the end from the beginning, and 
from ancient times things that are not yet done, saying, 
‘My counsel shall stand, and I will do all My pleasure,’ ”



Deut. 18:18, “I will raise up for them a Prophet like you from 
among their brethren, and will put My words in His mouth, 
and He shall speak to them all that I command Him.

Deut. 18:19, “And it shall be that whoever will not hear My 
words, which He speaks in My name, I will require it of him.

Deut. 18:20, “But the prophet who presumes to speak a 
word in My name, which I have not commanded him to 
speak, or who speaks in the name of other gods, that 
prophet shall die.”



Deut. 18:21, “And if you say in your heart, ‘How shall we 
know the word which the LORD has not spoken?’—

Deut. 18:22, “when a prophet speaks in the name of the 
LORD, if the thing does not happen or come to pass, that 
is the thing which the LORD has not spoken; the prophet 
has spoken it presumptuously; you shall not be afraid of 
him.”



Isa. 41:21, “ ‘Present your case,’ says the LORD. ‘Bring 
forth your strong reasons,’ says the King of Jacob.

Isa. 41:22, “ ‘Let them bring forth and show us what will 
happen; Let them show the former things, what they were, 
that we may consider them, and know the latter end of 
them; or declare to us things to come.


Isa. 41:23, “ ‘Show the things that are to come hereafter,  
that we may know that you are gods; Yes, do good or do 
evil, that we may be dismayed and see it together.’ ”

1 Kings 13:6, “Then the king answered and said to the man 
of God, ‘Please entreat the favor of the LORD your God, 
and pray for me, that my hand may be restored to me.’ So 
the man of God entreated the LORD, and the king’s hand 
was restored to him, and became as before.”



Fulfillment


2 Kings 23:13, “Then the king [Josiah] defiled the high 
places that were east of Jerusalem, which were on the 
south of the Mount of Corruption, which Solomon king of 
Israel had built for Ashtoreth the abomination of the 
Sidonians, for Chemosh the abomination of the Moabites, 
and for Milcom the abomination of the people of Ammon.

2 Kings 23:14, “And he broke in pieces the sacred pillars 
and cut down the wooden images, and filled their places 
with the bones of men.”



2 Kings 23:15, “Moreover the altar that was at Bethel, and 
the high place which Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who 
made Israel sin, had made, both that altar and the high 
place he broke down; and he burned the high place and 
crushed it to powder, and burned the wooden image.


2 Kings 23:16, “As Josiah turned, he saw the tombs that 
were there on the mountain. And he sent and took the 
bones out of the tombs and burned them on the altar, and 
defiled it according to the word of the LORD which the 
man of God proclaimed, who proclaimed these words.”



2 Kings 23:17, “Then he said, ‘What gravestone is this that 
I see?’ So the men of the city told him, ‘It is the tomb of the 
man of God who came from Judah and proclaimed these 
things which you have done against the altar of Bethel.’ 


2 Kings 23:18, “And he said, ‘Let him alone; let no one 
move his bones.’ So they let his bones alone, with the 
bones of the prophet who came from Samaria.”

Seventieth Week



Dan. 9:1, “In the first year of Darius the son of Ahasuerus, 
of the lineage of the Medes, who was made king over the 
realm of the Chaldeans—

Dan. 9:2, “in the first year of his reign I, Daniel, understood 
by the books the number of the years specified by the 
word of the LORD through Jeremiah the prophet, that He 
would accomplish seventy years in the desolations of 
Jerusalem.”



Jeremiah 25:11, “ ‘And this whole land shall be a 
desolation and an astonishment, and these nations shall 
serve the king of Babylon seventy years.


Jeremiah 25:12, “ ‘Then it will come to pass, when seventy 
years are completed, that I will punish the king of Babylon

26:41, “ ‘and that I also have walked contrary to them 
and have brought them into the land of their enemies; if

Half week—Daniel 9:27

Time, times, half a time—


Daniel 7:25, 12:7; Rev. 12:14

1,260 days—Revelation 12:6, 11:3

42 months—Revelation 11:2, 13:5

Thus: 42 months = 1,260 days = 


time, times, half time + half week

Therefore: month = 30 days; year = 360 days

Rationale for 360-Day Years



Daniel 9:27, “Then he shall confirm a covenant with many 
for one week; But in the middle of the week He shall bring 
an end to sacrifice and offering. And on the wing of 
abominations shall be one who makes desolate, even until 
the consummation, which is determined, is poured out on 
the desolate.”



69 × 7 × 360 = 173,880 days
