The ostracon’s findspot is just south of Wall L1027, close to that wall’s corner with
the city wall (L1220), at a level near the city wall’s uppermost preserved stones. The ostracon was sealed 1.64 ft below two walls (L1162
and L1043) and the fragmentary surface of Stratum S-3a, the final substratum of the LBA I. (Note: LBA = Late Bronze Age.)
