Grace Before Judgment


Jude 14, “Now Enoch, the seventh from Adam, prophesied 
about these men also, saying, ‘Behold, the Lord comes 
with ten thousands of His holy ones [angels],

Jude 15, “to execute judgment on all, to convict all who are 
ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they 
have committed in an ungodly way, and of all the harsh 
things which ungodly sinners have spoken against Him.’ ”
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2 Pet. 2:5, “and did not spare the ancient world, but saved 
Noah, one of eight people, a preacher of righteousness, 
bringing in the flood on the world of the ungodly; [NKJV]


2 Pet. 2:5, “And God did not spare the ancient world—
except for Noah and the seven others in his family. Noah 
warned the world of God’s righteous judgment. So God 
protected Noah when he destroyed the world of ungodly 
people with a vast flood.” [NLT]
