Deut. 4:26, “I call heaven and earth to witness against 
you this day, that you will soon utterly perish from the 
land which you cross over the Jordan to possess; you 
will not prolong your days in it, but will be utterly 
destroyed. 
Deut. 4:27, “And the LORD will scatter you among the 
peoples, and you will be left few in number among the 
nations where the LORD will drive you. 
Deut. 4:28, “And there you will serve gods, the work of 
men’s hands, wood and stone, which neither see nor 
hear nor eat nor smell.”



Deut. 4:29, “But from there you will seek the LORD your 
God, and you will find Him if you seek Him with all your 
heart and with all your soul. 
Deut. 4:30, “When you are in distress, and all these things 
come upon you in the latter days, when you turn to the 
LORD your God and obey His voice 
Deut. 4:31, “(for the LORD your God is a merciful God), He 
will not forsake you nor destroy you, nor forget the 
covenant of your fathers which He swore to them.”

Zech. 14:1, “Behold, the day of the LORD is coming, and 
your spoil will be divided in your midst. 
Zech. 14:2, “For I will gather all the nations to battle 
against Jerusalem; The city shall be taken, the houses 
rifled, and the women ravished. Half of the city shall go 
into captivity, but the remnant of the people shall not be 
cut off from the city. 
Zech. 14:3, “Then the LORD will go forth and fight against 
those nations, as He fights in the day of battle.”



Jer. 30:4, “Now these are the words that the LORD spoke 
concerning Israel and Judah. 
Jer. 30:5, “For thus says the LORD: ‘We have heard a voice 
of trembling, of fear, and not of peace. 
Jer. 30:6, “ ‘Ask now, and see, whether a man is ever in 
labor with child? So why do I see every man with his hands 
on his loins like a woman in labor, and all faces turned 
pale? 
Jer. 30:7, “ ‘Alas! For that day is great, so that none is like 
it; And it is the time of Jacob’s trouble, but he shall be 
saved out of it.’ ”

• They knew that because of this great suffering, the entire 
nation of Israel would seek Yahweh, find Him, and return 
to Him. 

• In response, God would fight against their enemies and 
rescue them. It would end well for them.

14:4, “And in that day His feet will stand on the 
Mount of Olives, which faces Jerusalem on the east. And 
the Mount of Olives shall be split in two, from east to west, 
making a very large valley; Half of the mountain shall move 
toward the north and half of it toward the south.” 
Zech. 14:8, “And in that day it shall be that living waters 
shall flow from Jerusalem, half of them toward the eastern 
sea and half of them toward the western sea; In both 
summer and winter it shall occur.”



Ezek. 47:8, “Then he said to me: ‘This water flows toward the 
eastern region, goes down into the valley, and enters the sea. 
When it reaches the sea, its waters are healed. 
Ezek. 47:9, “ ‘And it shall be that every living thing that 
moves, wherever the rivers go, will live. There will be a very 
great multitude of fish, because these waters go there; for 
they will be healed, and everything will live wherever the 
river goes. 
Ezek. 47:10, “ ‘It shall be that fishermen will stand by it from 
En Gedi to En Eglaim; they will be places for spreading their 
nets. Their fish will be of the same kinds as the fish of the 
Great Sea, exceedingly many. 
Ezek. 47:11, “ ‘But its swamps and marshes will not be 
healed; they will be given over to salt.’ ”

39:29, “ ‘And I will not hide My face from them 
anymore; for I shall have poured out My Spirit on the 
house of Israel,’ says the Lord GOD.”



Isa. 49:6, “Indeed He says, ‘It is too small a thing that You 
should be My Servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob, and 
to restore the preserved ones of Israel; I will also give You 
as a light to the Gentiles, that You should be My salvation 
to the ends of the earth.’ ”



Zech. 2:11, “Many nations shall be joined to the LORD in 
that day, and they shall become My people. And I will dwell 
in your midst. Then you will know that the LORD of hosts 
has sent Me to you.”



Isa. 14:1, “For the LORD will have mercy on Jacob, and will 
still choose Israel, and settle them in their own land. The 
strangers will be joined with them, and they will cling to 
the house of Jacob. 
Isa. 14:2, “Then people will take them and bring them to 
their place, and the house of Israel will possess them for 
servants and maids in the land of the LORD; they will take 
them captive whose captives they were, and rule over their 
oppressors.”
