The Words for “Forgive”

aÓfi÷hmi v. (aphieœmi), “let go, cancel, remit, leave, forgive”

a‡fesiß n. (apheœsis), “release, pardon, cancellation, 

forgiveness”

Emphasizes the act of forgiveness

cari÷zomai v (charizomai), show favour or kindness, give as a 

favour, to be gracious to someone, to pardon; 

Emphasizes the attitude underlying forgiveness.



FOUR Categories of Forgiveness

1.  Forgiveness directed toward God, where the 

     justice of God cancels the debt of sin. For all 

     mankind without distinction. Forensic  

    Forgiveness

2.  Forgiveness positionally in Christ. Eph 1:7

3.  Experiential forgiveness, 1 John 1:9

4.  Relational forgiveness, Eph 4:32



Col 2:13 And you, when you were dead in your transgression and

Col 2:14 by eradicating the certificate of debt consisting of 

decrees against us, which was hostile to us; and He has taken it 

out of the way, having nailed it to the cross.
